Liisa Helminen (1950), Master of Arts, University of Art and Design Helsinki. Has directed 30 films, written 49 films and produced 35 films. Key directions include features Pelicanman (2004), The King Who Had No Heart (1982) and Hymypoika (1985), animations Urpo & Turpo (1996, 1997) and I've Got a Tiger (1979), as well as documentaries The Lads (1989), Little Women (1991) and Long Way To Go (1993). Awards include: Matti Pellonpää award (2004), Little Bear- award (2004), State's art award / Tootletubs & Jyro (2001), Bronze Elephant / Urpo & Turpo (1996), Silver Cairo / Little Women (1991), State Children's Culture Prize / The King Who Had No Heart (1983), Jussi statuette / The King Who Had No Heart (1984), Jussi statuette / I've Got a Tiger (1979), State prize / Minä kehityn! (1972) and Tough Guys (1971).

Hanna Hemilä

Hanna Hemilä (1960), Master of Science (Economics), Swedish School of Business Administration in Helsinki, specialized in international finance. Her film productions include the internationally acclaimed family feature Pelicanman (2004); 27 animation shorts: 13 films of Tootletubs & Jyro (2001), 13 films of Urpo & Turpo (1996, 1997) and Kangaroute (1996) as well as the documentaries Tove and Tooti in Europe (2004), Behind the Curtains (2001), Haru, the Island of the Solitary (1998) and The Secret of Urpo and Turpo (1996). She has also produced the period movie Gold Fever in Lapland (1999) and co-produced Guarded Secrets, a Hungarian-Austrian-Finnish feature (2004). She received the Finnish State's Art Award for Tootletubs & Jyro (2001). 

William Aldridge

William Aldridge has lived and worked in Russia, Sweden, Denmark, Germany and is now based in France. He divides his time between writing and directing documentaries. He has written several children's films, including Astrid Lindgren's Mio my Mio. His screenplay credits cover a broad range of films from the family comedy Jönssonligan och Dynamit Harry to the Jan Guillou thriller Hamilton.

Timo Salminen

Timo Salminen is an award-winning cinematographer. Worked on Aki Kaurismäki films The Man Without a Past, Juha, Drifting Clouds, Hamlet Goes Business, and Mika Kaurismäki films Amazon and The Worthless, as well as on Veikko Aaltonen film The Prodigal Son. Kaurismäki’s The Man Without a Past was nominated for an Oscar.

Paul Jyrälä

Paul Jyrälä, internationally acknowledged sound designer, has worked as a Production Sound Mixer, Supervising Sound Editor and Re-recording Mixer on Bille August’s Jerusalem and Mika Kaurismäki’s LA Without a Map. Major U.S. feature releases he has worked on include Windtalkers, Hannibal, Proof of Life and Patriot. He also teaches sound design at major universities. Jyrälä is the only Finn to participate in selecting the Oscar winners.

Jukka Nykänen

Jukka Nykänen, Master of Arts, has worked as editor on numerous feature films, documentaries and short fiction such as the Markku Pölönen films Kivenpyörittäjän kylä, Kuningasjätkä and Badding. He also worked as screenwriter and director in the Kalmuk symphony by Kimmo Pohjonen.

Tuomas Kantelinen

Tuomas Kantelinen has composed film scores for several Finnish films, including Bad Boys, Me and Morrison and Ambush, as well as the Swedish film Näkymätön Elina - Om som jag inte fanns (As if I never was). Prizes and awards include the Risto Jarva Prize at the Tampere Film Festival for Urban Symphony and several Jussi awards. In addition, Kantelinen has composed a number of theme tunes for TV programmes and music for advertisements. Kantelinen has also composed an opera about Paavo Nurmi.

Lumifilm Oy is a Finnish production company founded by Hanna Hemilä and Liisa Helminen in 1993. Lumifilm has produced e.g. the feature film Pelicanman, the internationally awarded and distributed animation films Turilas & Jäärä and Urpo & Turpo, as well as the documentaries about Tove Jansson and Tuulikki Pietilä Haru, The Island of the Solitary and Tove and Tooti in Europe.
